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Questions at Town Meetings 

The taxes are going down this year ï what about next year? 

Taxes should remain low as long as we donôt need to go back and replenish our cash reserves.  

How much of the sales tax money are we using for this project, and how much will be left?  

We will borrow about 80% of the current sales tax money which means that weôll have about $100,000 

coming in per year that can still be used. 

If we take in more revenue, will the taxes be lowered and/or will the bond be paid off early? 

That will be a board decision. Each way has its positives and negatives. 

 

If the school district dissolves, how will the tax rate go up in regards to the absorbing district? 

When a district dissolves many things can occur, sharing with another district, completely dissolving and 

disbursing to a number of districts, or other scenarios.  Since we donôt know how the district would be 

broken up, here are the current property tax rates at our neighboring districts: 

¶ AHST - $13.80 

¶ Underwood - $17.50 

¶ Tri-Center - $16.22 

¶ Treynor - $15.94 

¶ Griswold - $14.38 

¶ Red Oak ï $17.86 

¶ Nishna Valley - $16.95 

¶ Walnut - $15.02 

What will the interest rate be? 

We wonôt know the interest rate until we sell the bonds, and we probably wonôt sell the bonds until we 

need the money, though we may sell them before we need the money if the bond market looks like itôs 

going sharply up. Our financial advisor at Piper Jaffrey will be the one advising us on that.  

 

How many years will we be paying on the bond?   

They are 20 year bonds, but technically it will work out to 21 years to pay them back. 

 

Do you expect open enrollment to rise and do you expect Riverside kids that open enroll elsewhere 

to return?   

We always hope that our open-enrolled-out students will return, but another possibility is to stop the year-

to-year flow of students leaving the district, and for Riverside to regain its students in that manner. 

Keep in mind, these are not all of the questions 
asked at meetings, but these were the questions 

that came to light the most.

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What is the square footage of our buildings now compared to the square footage of the new building? 

The old buildings combined equal about 158,000 square feet. 

The new building equals about 117,000 square feet including VoAg/Ind Arts. 

 

Does the price include all the furnishings inside the building?  

No. We have budgeted about $1 million for the larger items such as bleachers, auditorium seats, kitchen equipment, etc. We will move over 

much of what weôve purchased during the last several years such as library tables and chairs, cafeteria tables, science lab stations, etc.  

Will there be more problems with handicap accessibility in the old buildings?  

From past experience, I would say, ñyes.ò It seems like the regulations and the level of tolerance seems to change with the times. Our handi-

capped lift is a good example. It was acceptable for a time, then suddenly was not, according to the fire marshalôs office. Our current handi-

capped entry at the high school is another good example. At the present time we have a handicapped entrance at the rear of the building, and 

this is acceptable. However, new personnel or new attitudes may force us to make the front entrance handicapped accessible, a very costly 

change for us. 

Why are there less 3rd, 4th, and 5th grade classes and in smaller rooms?   

The classrooms are usually more square footage because, typically, younger students (in the primary grades) need more room than do older 

ones. The research shows that it is the most important to keep class size smaller at the primary grade levels. As students become older, we can 

rely on them to be more independent in their learning processes. However, if we can find ways to reduce the pupil/teacher ratio even in the 

intermediate grade levels, it is a good thing to do. 

What will be done with the old buildings?   

Although this is a Board of Education decision, we have followed a process with the building at Macedonia that I believe has worked well for the 

district and will probably be used with most of the districtôs old buildings. We work closely with the townôs city council to find a way to utilize 

the building. Perhaps we can find a buyer with a plan that the City Council sees as advantageous to the city. If no such option can be found, the 

district would have the building demolished. 

What happens with the land if the vote is no? Do we continue to own it and rent it out? Turn around and hope to sell it for a profit?   

Currently, cash renting the land is a wiser investment than the return weôre getting from the interest we make on a $500,000 CD. What is done 

with the property in the future is a decision of the school board.  

How big will the lunch room be?   

The commons area is 54 feet X 78 feet in dimension; excluding the corridors, at both ends & one along the Gym side, for circulation 3-sides, 

the Commons is 45 feet X 60 feet, which would accommodate 270 students at rectangular tables. 

Have we designed the high school large enough to handle a larger enrollment in the future?  

The building is designed to permit the addition of some more classrooms at all levels. 

You talked about some savings being from one building. Do you still want to do a separate Ag/IA building?   

The savings from a single building would come from being at the same site. The VoAg and Industrial Arts building is close enough to the main 

building to still be considered a part of the main campus. 

What percent of the grounds are in the flood plain?   

I would estimate about 10% of the school land is in the flood plain at this time. However, the site preparation will build up this area so that it is 

no longer in the flood plain. The land must be one foot above the flood plain before we can do any kind of building on the ground. That in-

cludes concession stands, lights for ball fields, etc. 

How much longer can the Riverside District exist in the current building and at what cost?   

There are a few unknowns that make this hard to predict. One is the regulations we are asked to adhere to. As they become more challenging 

(which is what weôre seeing now), it increases the cost factor in our current older, multi-level buildings. And with time, the amount of on-going 

maintenance and repairs to the buildings increases. My opinion is that the district could feasibly continue in the current buildings until the sales 

tax money runs out (2029). But at the end of that time, all of our money weôve saved for new construction would be gone as would the option 

of bonding against our remaining sales tax. Therefore, the district would find itself in a situation where the old buildings could not be main-

tained and the district could not afford to build the new building(s) it needs. Also, as buildings decline, it is realistic to predict that open enroll-

ment would be a greater problem which would reduce the amount of sales tax the district would receive which would make it still harder to 

keep the buildings in an acceptable level of repair.

A Note from Principals...  

Nationally we are hearing everyday about bullying issues that are taking place in and outside of schools.  These issues have always been in schools, 
but have come to the forefront with recent events.  We are trying at the high school, middle school and elementary school to curb these issues.  
We have started to implement the OLWEUS anti-bullying program in all three buildings.  This program is designed for students and staff to learn 
how to address bullying issues.  Overall the program is working well at all buildings, but is continually being implemented and modified to meet 
the needs of the individual schools.   One of the pieces from OLWEUS that is just beginning is the community component.  Next year we will be 
looking to find businesses and organizations to listen to the program, take some minimal training, and help us correct our youth outside of school 

hours when they may be doing something inappropriate. 

We are trying to address issues in our buildings, but can only do something about a bullying issue if we are informed of it.  We have students 
coming to our offices telling us about an incident or bullying issues that has been going on for several weeks.  We ask them who they have talked 
to about the situation and most of the time we are the first adult they have told and they walk away upset that we canõt solve the problem right 
away.  We have had student complaints about something another student has said about them on Facebook, Twitter, or via texting.  We have 
limited resources and options to help with the cyber bullying issues that are taking place outside of school hours.  If it occurs during school hours 
or at a school sponsored event, there are a variety of things we can do for discipline to a student who is being a bully.  The best people we can 
depend on to help with cyber bulling are parents and families of our students.  Do you know what your students are doing online? Have you seen 
or are you a Facebook friend with your child?  You have more power than anyone does at school with your child in the way you act, talk, and the 

discipline you hand down to them. 

Please help us by encouraging your child to be respectful of everyone and everything around them.  If we all lived by the golden rule, òtreat peo-
ple the way you want to be treated,ó we would have an even greater school, community, state, country, and world.  If you have questions or 
would like to be more involved in the future with our OLWEUS initiative, please contact either one of us.  We donõt have all the answers and we 

are more than willing to listen to anyone who wants to help.

Third graders eat Rocks! 

 

As students learn about the three kinds of rocks in Miss Spiegel's class, they were able to 

make some edible rocks to eat and enjoy.  The three kinds of rocks are igneous, meta-

morphic, and sedementary.  Igneous rocks are made from lava.  Students were able to 

enjoy some "molten" lava in the form of melted chocolate almond bark that had erupted 

over graham crackers. Sedementary rocks are made of different layers.  To show the 

different layers, students used the ingredients in S'mores; graham crackers, marshmal-

lows, and chocolate chips. A metamorphic rock needs heat and pressure to form.  Once 

the S'mores were made, they were wrapped in aluminum foil and placed in a slow 

cooker (heat) for two hours and then smashed (pressure) by the students before they 

were opened.  Once opened, students could enjoy their metamorphic rocks. 
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AR online is up and running at Riverside 
Elementary School!  

The elementary students had been anxiously awaiting the new 
books that had been stashed on the back shelf until the tests 
were here.  Over 500 new titles are now available for test tak-
ing, just in the elementary.  Before the school had the AR 
online, tests had to be purchased for books at a cost of $3.00 
per test.  The decision was made last spring to purchase the AR 
online as a continuation of our investment in student reading.  
Accelerated Reader assists teachers to see if a child compre-
hends what they are reading.  Different diagnostic tools are 
included with the program to help teachers reach the students 
with specific needs.  The new AR online at Riverside Elementary 
also opens the door to more book-reading opportunities.  If a 
teacher or student has a book that has an AR test available, 
they will be able to take a test on it at school.  This is a great 
addition to our library and classrooms here at the Elementary.
