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This scarf will get lots of attention and compliments

guaranteed! Prism Light Stuff is a creative inspiration
Each skein is hand tied with hand-dyed yarns
No two skeins are exactly alike
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MATERIALS
1 skein of Prism Light Stuff (cotton, viscose, nylon, poly, linen; 400 yards
[364 m]/skein), color Senegal, or other light worsted-weight yarn

Size 9 needles or size required to obtain gauge

GAUGE
23 sts and 30 rows = 4" in pattern

CHEVRON AND FEATHER PATTERN (multiple of 10 + 11)

VDD: Insert right needle into 2 sts at the same time as if to knit, sl to right
needle, knit next st, pass both slipped sts over knit st and off right needle.

Row 1 (RS): K2tog, *K3, YO, K1, YO, K3, VDD, rep from * to last 9 sts, end K3,
YO, K1, YO, K3, sl 1, K1, psso.

Row 2: Purl.

Rep rows 1 and 2.

SCARF

As you are winding the skein of yam into a ball, determine which yam you would

like to use for fringe (see below). Cut fringe, re-tie yam, and cont winding.

+ CO 41 sts and work in Chevron and Feather patt until piece measures 70",
BO all sts loosely.

* Weave in ends.

« Fringe: Cut 36 strands of yarn, 11" long. Attach 2 strands of fringe to each
point and indent along narrow edges of scarf. Trim knotted ends of yarn as
desired.

CREATIVE OPTION

You can get two narrow scarves out of a skein of Prism Light Stuff. To create a
narrow accent scarf, CO 21 sts and work patter until piece measures 40" or
the desired length.
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
