The 8th grade Earth Science classes have recently 

begun to thunder through a major field of study on 

weather and climate.  We will be exploring ideas and 

navigating our way to conclusions on how such things 

like wind, ocean currents, elevation, and air pressure 

affect our weather here in the Midwest.  Along this 

journey, we will also discover reasons why we experi-

ence the different seasons during the year while other 

parts of the country do not.  Lastly, we will examine 

different types of weather by researching the causes 

of certain kinds of weather  such as thunderstorms, 

tornadoes, and hurricanes.   

     In 7th grade Life Science, we recently finished studying the 

circulatory system, it major components, and their functions.  

One of the great highlights of this was dissecting a pigôs heart.  

We were able to identify the major structures of the heart and 

get a better feel of what our human hearts look like and func-

tion.  We are currently studying the respiratory system.  Again, 

we will identify the major components of this system and their 

functions.  We will also be dissecting a pigôs lung (windpipe 

and all) to observe the similarities to our human lungs!   Most 

of the students enjoy the ñhands onò experience of this and 

take away a great deal of knowledge about our own bodies, 

how they work, and why it is important to take care of them.
