Rules:


*Arrive on time with all materials.


*Stay on task during work times.


*Do your own work.


*Treat everyone with respect.

Entering the classroom:


*Go directly to your desk.


*Take out your pencil, paper, and calculator.


*Stow your backpack under your seat as much as possible.


*Begin your warm-up assignment on the overhead (not talking!).


*The warm-up assignment will be a problem or two to get your brains thinking during the first few minutes of class.  I expect everyone to try these.  I will collect your answers for a grade every once in a while and ask for volunteers to give the answers.  Warm-ups are also part of your participation points for the day; therefore, you may only receive these points if you are in class and on time to class.

When you are tardy:

*If the tardy is excused, leave your note on my desk and go to your seat.


*A tardy is not excused without a written note.


*Two unexcused tardies are allowed, a third tardy and each subsequent tardy each quarter will result in a thirty minute detention, which must be served before school.

Taking attendance:

*I will take attendance as you work.  Make sure you are in your assigned seat.


*Out of seat students will be considered tardy.

When you are absent:


*Show me your signed planner at the beginning of class. Nobody will be allowed       back into my classroom after being absent until I have seen your signed planner.


*Unexcused absences result in a deduction of 5 points off of your grade.


*Copy the assignment for the day or days that you were absent from the Missed Assignments board in the front of the room.


*Pick up any worksheets from the bookcase that will be needed to complete your assignments.


*Any test that is missed can only be made up before or after school, or during 4th period.


*Any work assigned during an unexcused absence will receive half credit if turned in on time.

Classwork Requirements:

*All work must be done in pencil.


*Show all of your work when doing assignments, tests, and quizzes.  You will be given partial credit if I can see that you are on the right track.


*Write as neatly as possible; if I can’t read it, it’s a zero.


*It’s very important that you complete the daily work assigned.

When assignments are not turned in on time:

*Late work will only be accepted up until the day we take a test over the chapter the work is from.  After the test is taken over that chapter, late work stays a zero.


*All late work will receive half credit if not turned in at the time I collect papers.

End of class dismissal:


*I dismiss the class, not the bell.


*Before dismissal, all students must be in their assigned seats and the area around you must be picked up.  You are responsible for this area.

Paper/pencil:


*You may sharpen your pencil without permission at the beginning of the class and after instruction, never while I am trying to teach!


*Pencils and pens left in the classroom and blank paper can be found on the bookcase; please return all borrowed pencils at the end of the period.

Finding out your grades:


*Every Friday a computer printout of the class’s assignments through the previous Wednesday, along with your grade and current percentage will be passed around the room at the beginning of class.  The printout will use your student identification number.


*If you need to know your grade at any other time, please come in before or after school.

Paper Heading:

*Posted at the front of the room.

Restroom and Locker Passes:


*You will be given 3 restroom passes and 3 locker passes per semester.  After these are all used up you are not allowed to leave the classroom.

Discipline:


*I will follow all school wide rules.



If there is a problem, these are the steps that I will follow.



1st
I will talk to the student, if needed privately.



2nd
I will call the student’s parents or guardian.



3rd
I will send a referral to the office.
